The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1997 in July.  The patient was in Camp Pendleton in California.  The patient was new to drive amphibious assault vehicle.  The patient went into tank trap, which is big hole.  The patient tells me that as he drove into this hole, he got thrown up in the air and the head hit the hatch. He fell back down into the vehicle.  He had immediate loss of consciousness as his head hit the metal hatch.  The patient started bleeding.  When he woke up, the patient had confusion and disorientation.  The patient was bleeding profusely from the head.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient went at the base emergency room.

Since the event, the patient has severe head pain.  He has headaches every day.  He described them as migraine headaches.  The patient has blurred vision.  The patient has poor memory.  He has loss of memory.  The patient has dizziness.  The patient has light sensitivity and sound sensitivity.  The patient also has vertigo symptoms.

The patient is currently working for winery.  He states that his memory significantly affecting the way he does his work.  He states that he is not able to concentrate and focus. The patient needs to write down everything.  He forgets his duties a lot.  His headache is affecting his concentration and focus at work.  He needs to leave work early because of the headaches.  The patient forgets his duties a lot.  The vertigo is also affecting his job to do winery work.  He feels dizzy a lot at work.
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
