This is an 80-year-old woman who was evaluated most recently for stomach cancer stage IIB. She was diagnosed on 01/21/2020 with adenocarcinoma diffuse type of gastric antrum. The patient was scheduled for a PET scan. It was decided to start the patient on ferumoxytol intravenous iron for anemia. Subsequent chemotherapy was discussed, but the patient refused. The tumor was found to be unresectable. The patient failed curative-intent treatment with recurrence and failed recurrent chemo XRT. The patient was started on paclitaxel on a palliative basis. The patient subsequently decided against any kind of therapy and has decided for hospice care at home. The patient has lost weight. She appears very weak. She only weighs 74 pounds. She is thin. She is eating very little. She is ADL dependent. The patient is in and out of confusion, obtunded at times, sleeping a lot now, about 16 hours, in pain, requiring around the clock pain medication. The patient has anemia which is contributing to her severe weakness, protein-calorie malnutrition and overall prognosis remains poor, most likely has days to weeks to live and the patient is hospice appropriate.
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
