This is a 67-year-old woman on hospice with diagnosis of appendix adenocarcinoma moderately differentiated. The patient refused chemo due to lack of insurance, now with liver and lung metastasis and right ascending colon mass. The patient is found to be weak, anemic, profound weight loss of 20 pounds, total ADL dependent, and in pain. She weighs 159 pounds, used to weigh close to 200 pounds. The patient appears pale, requires help with ADL, becoming bowel and bladder incontinent and sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day. The patient meets the criteria for hospice care given her tumor burden and the metastatic illness and expected to do poorly, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
