Mr. Arnold is being certified for hospice today with endstage diagnosis of Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient is currently on hospice with comorbidities including atherosclerosis, coronary artery disease, angina, diabetes, history of myocardial infarction and DJD. The patient is complaining of pain in his lower extremities. The family tells me that he is mentally declining tremendously. He has lost weight. He is no longer oriented to person. He confabulates and rambles on. He talks to the TV. He lives with his sister Donna who is his primary caregiver. He currently has total ADL dependency with a KPS score of 40%. He was bowel and bladder incontinent and requires change in position in order to keep him from developing bedsores. He has lost weight due to his appetite and worsening of his Alzheimer’s dementia. His weight loss is unavoidable. He continues to remain hospice appropriate.
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
