Joshua Blythe is a 49-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with endstage COPD. He is O2 dependent and has anxiety and pain. He has dyspnea at all times. He is short of breath without oxygen. With oxygen, his O2 sat is only about 90% on 3-4 liters. He has a KPS score of 40%. He is no longer able to stand. He used to be able to use his prosthetic to ambulate, but is no longer able to do so because of his weakness. He has lost weight. He has decreased appetite. He has terrible ADL dependency; most of the time, bowel and bladder incontinent because he cannot get to the bathroom and he wears a diaper. He has a KPS score of 40%. His appetite is diminished. He has child-like appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, hypoxemia, change in mentation related to his hypoxemia. Overall prognosis is poor, most likely has less than six months to live, remains hospice appropriate.
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
