Donna is a 54-year-old who is currently on hospice with history of COPD. The patient is 54 years old as I mentioned. She has lost weight. She has shortness of breath at all times. She now has a KPS score of 40%. She requires special care and assistance with all ADLs. She is dyspneic at all times. She is weak. She uses a walker. She is O2 dependent. She becomes short of breath with any type of activity. She suffers from anxiety, which is very common in patients with endstage COPD, and she has decreased appetite and weight loss of 5 pounds reported. Overall prognosis remains poor. The patient continues to use her inhaler/nebulizer around the clock.  The patient most likely will live less than six months despite the fact that she is very young given her advanced COPD. The patient will be kept comfortable on hospice till that time arrives.
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
