PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 190 pounds, down 6 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 18. Pulse 70. Blood pressure 120/70.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Ultrasound of the abdomen today shows a mass in the bladder 2.3 x 3.25 cm; in the past three and half weeks, it seemed large by 1 cm. Again, I gave him the number to the urologist. He is going to call to make an appointment ASAP. I told him if he waits too long instead of having the mass taken out he may have to lose his bladder in total. He understands and he promises to call and make the appointment. Today, by the way, his Ambien 10 mg #30 was also refilled x1.
