Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Youhana comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has blurred vision and that this makes it difficult for him to perform work-related activities. He has a history of having had cataract surgery in both eyes as well as a corneal transplant on the right side. There is a history of diabetes and high cholesterol. He states that he worked as an inspector for an automobile parts manufacturing business, but had to stop in 2020 because he had a slip and fall at work that resulted in shoulder problems and pain. He does not use eye drops. Review of systems is otherwise negative. Of note, his English is very good, but he is here with a professional translator who helps with Arabic.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/40 on the right and 20/20 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +3.00 –5.25 x 075 on the right and –0.50 sphere on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/30 on the right and 20/20 on the left at 14 inches. The pupil on the right side is irregular. The pupil on the left side is round. There is no afferent defect appreciated. The muscle movements are smooth and full and orthophoric. Applanation pressures are 8 on the right and 9 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows a clear corneal graft on the right side. The anterior chambers are deep and quiet. There are clear posterior chamber implants on both sides. The fundus examination is unremarkable. There is no retinopathy. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type test with a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 97 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 130 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Status post corneal transplant, right eye.
2. Pseudophakia.
Mr. Youhana has excellent visual acuity and normal visual fields. Based upon these findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is good.
