PLAN: The patient was given the following medication refill. Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film, she will take one film SL daily for 30 days #30.

Drug screen reveals Suboxone, which she takes as part of this program. Her medications was refilled as follows. Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film, one film SL daily for 30 days #30.
