HISTORY: This is a 36-year-old gentleman here for followup.

The patient stated three days ago, he suffered a laceration on the volar surface of his right middle finger. Sutures done in the emergency room and is here for followup. He states that he was discharged with antibiotics namely Augmentin 875/125 mg, which he takes twice a day he will take it for seven days. He was discharged with ibuprofen 800 mg takes one every 12 hours as needed for pain. He said he is feeling better, pain is not too bad rated pain at a moment 2/10. However, he says if he touches his hand it hurts.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He reports alcohol use. He reports tobacco use. Denies drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative. The patient indicated that he did receive a tetanus shot while in the ER.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 137/83.

Pulse is 73.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

Right Middle Finger: Dressing is in place. Dressing was removed. Laceration is sutured and suture appears in good repair. There is no bleeding. No discharge. No migrating erythema. There is erythema at the wounds edge but is confined that the wound edge is not migrating. He has reduced range of motion secondary to pain.

PROCEDURE: (Wound care) psych was irrigated with hydrogen peroxide.
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It was prep dried gently, hydrogen peroxide was used to remove dried blood and expose the skin which appears much cleaner and definitely does not display any signs of secondary infection sensation.

The patient tolerated the procedure well.

Triple antibiotics were applied to sites covered with nonadhesive dressing secured with Coban. A splint was placed on his digit for protection. He was advised to do dressing change every other day at home and to return to see us in seven days.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. He was advised also to continue ibuprofen and Augmentin.
