The Holter hookup date is 03/18/2024.

The patient’s heart rate varied from 60-120 beats per minute. There were few PVCs mostly single PVCs and rare PACs and they were mostly single. There was no episode of supraventricular tachycardia. There was no episode of ventricular tachycardia. The patient had a symptom of tiredness and breathing hard at 10:25 p.m. Moderate degree of breathing while brushing teeth and feeling of tiredness at 11:55 a.m. while on treadmill at 1.5 mile per hour. None of these activities was accompanied by any significant arrhythmias. No significant ST-T changes noted.

Final Interpretation:

1. Rare single PACs.

2. Few single PVCs.

3. None of the daily activity or symptom of breathing plus tiredness while on treadmill are accompanied by any significant arrhythmias.

4. No siginificant ST-T changes noted.
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
