CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 69-year-old male who is here for initial evaluation. He reports having history of anemia requiring iron transfusion. The patient denies current complaints. The records in the Epic are further reviewed. He was noted to have pain around a K-Pouch after completing radiation treatment for prostate cancer with bony metastases. He completed his course of treatment on 12/13/2023. The patient otherwise reports having been stable.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Irritable bowel syndrome.

2. Anemia.

3. Iron transfusion.

4. Prostate cancer.

5. Ulcerative colitis. Of note, additional surgeries include:

6. Right rotator cuff tear.
7. ACL/PCL tear.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:

1. Kock Pouch.

2. Total proctocolectomy with BCIR.
MEDICATIONS:

1. Darolutamide 300 mg, take one tablet p.o. b.i.d.

2. Dexamethasone 4 mg tablet one p.o. b.i.d.

3. Dicyclomine 10 mg one q.i.d.
4. Finasteride i.e. Proscar 5 mg one p.o. daily.

5. Ondansetron 8 mg one tablet every eight hours p.r.n.

6. Relugolix 120 mg daily.

7. Tamsulosin 0.4 mg daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies cigarette smoking or marijuana use. He reports prior alcohol, but otherwise rare use of same.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Respiratory: He has mild dyspnea.

GI: As noted, he has irritable bowel syndrome.

Genitourinary: He has history of prostate cancer.

Hematologic: He has history of anemia requiring transfusion.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 177/64 on initial exam. On repeat, blood pressure is 128/74 manually. Pulse 60. Respiratory rate 20. Weight 215 pounds.

Examination otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: This is a 69-year-old male with history of multiple medical problems to include irritable bowel syndrome, ulcerative colitis, prostate cancer, and anemia. He is currently noted to be medically stable after having completed course of treatment in December 2023.

PLAN: We will obtain CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, urinalysis, and PSA. He is to have echo and EKG. I will see him following his echocardiogram.
