Dear Dr. Ludwig:

This is a followup for Mrs. Smith with chronic kidney disease, diabetes, hypertension, prior history of kidney stone, and renal artery stenosis.  Last visit in September.  Denies hospital emergency room.  Denies nausea, vomiting, bowel or urinary problems.  No gross edema or claudication symptoms.  No chest pain or palpitation.  Stable dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  She has prior history of kidney stones with stone removal and stent.  No recurrence.  Review of system otherwise is negative.  She is off smoking for eight years.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed, on bronchodilators and diabetes cholesterol management.  Blood pressure includes metoprolol, losartan, and clonidine.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 117/80 by nurse.  COPD abnormalities.  No pleural effusion or consolidation.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No abdominal or back tenderness.  No gross edema or neurological deficit.

Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine is stable 1.4.  No change over the last one year.  Present GFR 39 stage IIIB.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus normal.  Mild anemia 12.8.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Continue present regimen of ARB.  Other blood pressure medication diabetes and cholesterol management.  Monitor anemia.  No external bleeding.  Other chemistries stable.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
