HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 11-year-old male accompanied by his mother with no concerns of fever, runny nose, or congestion, but noted a lump under the left eyelid that is painful to the child. Mother has been treating with unknown over-the-counter medication drops from a local pharmacy with minimal results. She is concerned because now there is redness also in the area. For the last two days mother has been treating and brings the patient in to be evaluated for possible infection.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He did have tubes in his ears as a child.

MEDICATIONS: No current medications.
ALLERGIES: No allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He lives with his mother and father. No associated secondhand smoke noted.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, interacts well with me throughout the exam today.

VITAL SIGNS: Within normal limits. 
HEENT: PERRLA. Noted left eyelid cyst non-draining, tender to touch.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS Clear to auscultation. 

HEART: Positive S1 and S2. There are no murmurs noted.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
ASSESSMENT: Left lower eyelid hordeolum.
PLAN: We will presumptively treat with erythromycin ointment to prevent any infection at this time. Mother instructed on how to do warm compresses and monitor the child and if any changes in vision occur, report to the emergency room.
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
