This is a 51-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of hypertensive heart disease associated with heart failure, atherosclerotic heart disease, systemic lupus erythematosus, osteoarthritis and overactive bladder.
The patient reports 7-pound weight loss from six weeks ago, decreased activity, shortness of breath, increased pan related to his DJD, and decreased appetite. He is currently not on oxygen. He continues to have recurrent angina. Shortness of breath is definitely worse with any kind of activity. He also suffers from pericarditis with recurrent chest pain. The patient continues to smoke, refuses to use oxygen. From time to time, he has pedal edema, which is resolved with elevating his legs. The patient’s other morbidities including rheumatoid arthritis and systemic lupus erythematous with osteoporosis increase the patient’s pain and discomfort. The patient continues to take Norco 10/325 mg for pain and Xanax for anxiety related to shortness of breath and he has cardiomyopathy. The patient has shown slow and steady decline regarding hospice diagnosis of hypertensive heart disease.

Mr. Roberson continues to use nitroglycerin for his chest pain related to his angina, which works well. He has also been recently switched from Tylenol No. 4 to Norco to help with his pain. His anxiety and depression also being treated with combination of Seroquel and Prozac which is working better for him than previously and has required medication changes on regular basis to relieve his symptoms related to these issues.
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
