HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Celestine is a 68-year-old gentleman who used to be in the military, then he worked for RCA Records, he was in the in-house road manager for their pop music. He is single. He has no children. He suffers from prostate cancer. His PSA was down, pretty low too, started going back up to 68. He is on hormone shots at this time and he is due to have another PSA done next week.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has never had any surgery.

MEDICATION: Flomax 0.4 mg once a day, Norvasc 10 mg once a day, Cymbalta 20 mg once a day.

ALLERGIES: None.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does smoke. He does drink. He gets his care from the VA Hospital.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father died of cancer.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has had some weight loss. He does not have metastasis into the bone. He has metastatic prostate cancer into the lymph nodes. He suffers from BPH, hypertension, depression and anxiety.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/70. Pulse 82. Respirations 18. O2 sat 96%. Pulse 64.

NECK: Shows no lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft

SKIN: Shows no rash.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Mr. Celestine is a 68-year-old gentleman with a history of prostate cancer with lymphatic metastasis who is currently under treatment at the VA Hospital for what I suspect is Lupron shots. His PSA had jumped to 68 and they are trying him on Lupron and some other investigative drug.

2. I am going to ask for his records to be pulled regarding his endstage prostate cancer and if he qualifies for palliative care at this time.

3. ETOH use minimal.
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4. Smoking. We talked about that today as far as quitting smoking.

5. BPH on Flomax.

6. Hypertension controlled on Norvasc.

7. Depression doing much better with Cymbalta. The patient is not suicidal and doing well with anxiety and depression, sleeping well at this time with no significant weight changes and/or any other symptoms of depression or anxiety.
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
