Ms. Schneider is a 50-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She also has a history of hypertension, GERD, blood thinners for the right leg that it was blocked and stented. She has peripheral vascular disease. For her diabetes, she is on Ozempic 1 mg once weekly, Humalog 4 units based on the sliding scale, and glimepiride 4 mg twice a day. She reports history of retinopathy. She does not have a current hemoglobin A1c. She denies any polyuria, polydypsia, or polyphagia. She denies any significant changes in her weight.
Plan:

1. Type II diabetes. We will continue to use Ozempic 1 mg once weekly. We will recommend the sliding scale Humalog 4 units when her blood glucose is above 150. Plus two units for the 50 mg/dL glucose greater than 200. We will also continue glimepiride 4 mg twice a day.

2. We will order a baseline hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel.
3. For her hypertension. Continue current therapy.
4. For her GERD. Continue current therapy.
5. The patient is pending a CT angiogram and the patient is followed by her cardiologist for this.
