HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Wallace comes in to the clinic complaining of left earache. The patient has been treated with ear infections recently in the past and had leftover clotrimazole for a yeast infection in the right ear and has been using it in the left ear with little relief. She currently has no nausea, no vomiting, no reports of fever and displays pain and tenderness to the left ear.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: PTSD.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She has hysterectomy and has had some back injuries in the past from injuries in Afghanistan.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Clotrimazole drops she has been taking.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE and TYLOX.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a smoker. She does not drink alcohol.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above. She has noted discomfort in her back recently with sitting on a long train ride.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: She is alert and awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable. She is overweight.

HEENT: Left TM is clear with positive light reflex. Noted erythema to the external canal on the left side. Right side is within normal limits.

NECK: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No JVD noted.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and S2.

SKIN: No rashes noted.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: We will give a shot of dexamethasone 10 mg as well as a shot of Toradol 60 mg in clinic. The patient will go with a prescription for Cipro HC two drops in ear canal twice a day for the next five days and follow up as needed. The patient was discharged in improved condition to home.
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
