HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with a history per mother of possible urinary tract infection with burning and itching in the vaginal area for the last two days and a significant history of urinary tract infections. The patient is a schizophrenic patient and mother states has difficulty with cleanliness and she also reports cough and runny nose for two days.

ADDITIONAL PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As stated before, schizophrenia with a history of asthma, anxiety, bipolar, hallucinations and see chart for additional information and list of medications.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress.

HEENT: All within normal limits.

NECK: Supple without masses.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation and percussion.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.

BACK: Without CVA tenderness.

The patient had a urinalysis obtained in the clinic, which showed abnormalities with leukocytes. No pyuria with evidence of urinary tract infection.

IMPRESSION: Urinary tract infection.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for Macrobid 150 mg twice a day for the next 10 days. The patient also requests a refill of her methocarbamol due to continued back pain and given 1.5 g four times a day for the next three days. The patient’s questions answered, education provided on cleanliness and released to mother.
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
