An 80-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of endstage dementia. She is divorced. She has no children. She does not smoke. She does not drink. She requires a 24-hour caretaker at this time because of her confusion and decreased mentation, which includes bowel and bladder incontinence, weight loss of 5 pounds. The patient is also hard of hearing. She has severe pain on her abdominal wall secondary to herpes zoster on the right side, needs better pain medication, the caregiver tells me. She also has psychiatric issues for sometime.

As far as her dementia is concerned, she definitely has increased difficulty sleeping, issues with sundowner’s syndrome, decreased appetite and increased pain. The patient’s losartan is holding her blood pressure except when she is in pain, her blood pressure appears to be elevated as it is today at 160/90.

The patient has symptoms of tardive dyskinesia, protein-calorie malnutrition, and anxiety. The patient recently was taken off the trazodone, has been a very difficult situation and she needs her trazodone back and also needs better pain medication. This will be discussed with her nurse and the medical director regarding starting the patient back on those medications. She definitely is showing evidence of endstage dementia for the reasons mentioned above and worsening symptoms that were noted and continues to deteriorate and remains hospice appropriate.
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
