He lives with his daughter Sheila who is his primary caregiver. He is sleeping 16-18 hours a day now. His KPS has dropped down from 50 to 40%. He appears very cachectic, weak and overall debilitated. He requires pain medication around the clock and position changing to keep pressure of his bony areas. He has very little appetite. He takes Boost as supplement, but recently he is not wanting to do that because he does not have the appetite. He is losing grip on reality and he is obtunded most of the time. The patient is expected to do poorly. He most likely has less than six months to live and continues to remain hospice appropriate.
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
