HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 74-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice for CVA. He has been evaluated for face-to-face at his resident at 04/09/22, Andrea Street in Houston, Texas.
The patient is as I mentioned 74-year-old man with history of stroke recently with weight loss, increased confusion, difficulty eating, symptoms of aspiration, frequent nausea, vomiting, gastroesophageal reflux is quite thin and appears very debilitated. He has severe seizure disorder. He is on Depakote 750 mg once a day, Keppra 250 mg twice a day and lacosamide 20 mg twice a day.

He was recently hospitalized at the end of January 2024, with seizure and recurrent stroke since then has difficulty with his left leg. He used a walker, but he is dragging his leg because he is much weaker. Of course, he is not driving. He has not driven for sometime.

He has DJD symptoms of severe DJD, lower extremity neuropathy, hypertension has issues with fall. He has had fall issues recently. He is able to cast himself at this time because of atonic bladder. Also it is very difficulty for him to move around because he is very “wobbly” and very unsteady on his feet. He does smoke from time-to-time, but it is getting very difficult for him to smoke because it is hard for him to get outside to maneuver through the door because of the severe weakness, which has definitely worsened in the past two months or so. His confusion is related to his recurrent lacunar strokes and his aspirations are related to stroke and left-sided weakness is definitely worsening as before. His seizures have worsened since his recent stroke in January and as I mentioned he is on two medications to control them at this time. Overall, prognosis remains quite poor for this gentleman.
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
