He is an 83-year-old gentleman on hospice because of COPD, shortness of breath, difficulty walking, weakness profound, confusion, gouty arthritis, BPH and hyperlipidemia along with history of renal insufficiency stage III. His kidney failure is related uncontrolled hypertension for years. He was a heavy smoker. He is not smoking at this time. He lives in a home. He lives in a back of a home his granddaughter Royfetta is his caregiver. The patient has lost weight. He has bowel and bladder incontinence. He is very thin. It is very difficult for him to move about. He is short of breath at rest and with activity. He has episodes of air hunger. His O2 sat is table at rest around 90, but with activity it drops with walking two steps it drops down to high 80s. The patient has lost three children in the past and is widowed. The patient’s condition has definitely worsened in the past 4 to 6 weeks associated with severe debility. He appears much older than stated age. Issues of bowel and bladder incontinence profound weakness, history of falls and protein calorie malnutrition.
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
