HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. UTI. Add Cipro.

5. Leg pain and arm pain, stable.

6. Dizziness, resolved.

7. The patient was told to take iron, has refused and not taking any.

8. Enlarged uterus, possible fibroids and we did not reassess that today.

9. Obtain blood work.

10. Call the patient with the results.

11. Come back next month.

12. We will find out how exactly the Imitrex works for her as a treatment modality for migraine headaches and diagnostic tool.
