The patient is here for followup of right hip injury. She states she has been doing some better with light duty at work. She states that she agrees to point of maximum improvement without additional Workmen’s Comp care and have hip replacement by orthopedic surgeon who saw her before and felt like associated tendon injuries were healed, but because of residual degenerative arthritis in the right hip that she will need a hip replacement and is scheduled to have surgery in the near future using her regular insurance with backup support by bank where she is working to continue light duty decision for now prior to surgery.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Still some tenderness to right hip with painful internal and external rotation with pain on ambulation using a cane. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Followup injury to right hip with preexisting degenerative arthritis. Signed release for Workmen’s Comp to receive other care to the right hip with orthopedic replacement in the near future, on April 4th. 
PLAN: Continue present medications and to return here if desires for additional medical care under regular insurance. We will sign papers presented by insurance company documenting that she has reached point of maximum improvement and will seek no more Workmen’s Compensation Care.
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
