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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. Hepatitis C. This patient at one time had hepatitis C that has been successfully treated and has been in remission.

2. The patient has liver transplant that has been successfully followed. The patient is taking Prograf 1 mg in the morning and 2 mg in the afternoon; however, we have a Prograf level that is 3.9, which is low. We are going to increase the Prograf to 2 mg in the morning and two in the afternoon and we are going to repeat the Prograf level on 04/03/2024.

3. The patient has the malignant neoplasm of the right upper lobe of the lung. She is receiving chemotherapy and she is receiving radiation therapy as well since there is compromise of the lymph nodes in the mediastinum.

4. Chronic kidney stage IIIA-A3. The initial proteinuria was more than 1000 mg and, after we started the administration of Jardiance, it has come down to 530. We are going to continue the close observation.

5. The patient has anemia that is followed at the Florida Cancer Center where she is receiving the chemotherapy.

6. Proteinuria as mentioned before.

7. Gastroesophageal reflux disease that is asymptomatic at the present time. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.
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
