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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 64-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of chronic kidney disease stage IIIA. This patient has remained with stable kidney function. The labs that were reported on 03/11/2024 show that the serum creatinine is 1.1, the BUN is 22, the serum electrolytes are within normal limits and the protein-to-creatinine ratio is 7, which is within normal range. I have to point out that this patient has significant hyperperfusion because of persistent elevation of the blood sugar.

2. Vitamin D deficiency that is on supplementation.

3. The patient has diabetes mellitus that is way out of control despite the administration of several medications that include glipizide 10 mg p.o. b.i.d., Mounjaro 5 mg every week, Basaglar 40 units subcu every day, NovoLog sliding scale and Synjardy XR 5/1000 mg.

4. The patient has peripheral vascular disease with above-knee amputation of the right lower extremity.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is with mild hypertriglyceridemia. The cholesterol is within normal range.

6. Nephrolithiasis that is remote and not active. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.
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
