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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 66-year-old Hispanic male that has chronic disease stage II. The patient is controlled with the administration of Lantus and NovoLog. For the first time, the patient shows that the albumin-to-creatinine ratio is elevated at 45. At one time, we ordered the administration of Jardiance 10 mg every day, but the patient had side effects, he did not feel right and exactly he does not remember the whole picture of side effects of the Jardiance. I think that we should try the administration of Farxiga 5 mg, we are going to start every other day and if he is able to tolerate the Farxiga, we will be able to call the prescription into the pharmacy.

2. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension that is under control as stated above. The blood pressure is 173/69. I am asking him to record the blood pressure at home and bring he blood pressure chart during the next visit because if that is the case it should be treated in a different way.

3. The patient has CKD stage II. The estimated GFR is 95.

4. Hyperlipidemia. There is no evidence of hypercholesterolemia.

5. The patient has a history of glaucoma in the past and there is opacification of the lenses that were implanted during the cataract surgery and laser beam has been scheduled for the next month. We will reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup. The patient is pending the call regarding the side effects related to the Farxiga that was ordered.
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
