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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 91-year-old white male that has chronic kidney disease stage IV. The patient has nephrosclerosis that has been associated to the presence of arterial hypertension, coronary artery disease, chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that has led him to nephrosclerosis. Fortunately, this patient does not have any significant proteinuria. The last laboratory workup that we have available for evaluation was done on 03/25/2024. The serum creatinine remains 2.4, the BUN is 42, and the estimated GFR is 24.6 mL/min. As mentioned before, the protein-to-creatinine ratio is less than 200 mg/g of creatinine.

2. Arterial hypertension. The blood pressure remains very well under control with the current medication. It is 129/70.

3. The patient has anemia that is associated to the presence of chronic kidney disease stage IV. This patient is going to continue on oral administration of iron and we are going to double up the administration of Retacrit today 40,000 units because the patient missed the last appointment for Retacrit due to the fact that he was away for a funeral.

4. The patient has coronary artery disease status post coronary artery bypass graft.

5. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that is compensated. We are going to reevaluate the case before he goes back North with laboratory workup.
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
