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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he was in Iraq in 2005.  The patient tells me that it was an rocket explosion near him.  The patient has severe headache, dizziness and ringing in the ears.  Denies any loss of consciousness.  In 2007, the patient had IED explosion near him.  The patient tells me that he hit the vehicle in front of him.  The patient tells me the shockwave caused him to have headaches, lightheadedness, and dizziness.  He denies any loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me in 2009, the patient was in motor cycle accident, where his motorcycle ran into gravels.  The patient tells me he fell down and hit the head.  The patient tells me that he did lose consciousness.  The patient also has headaches when he woke up.  The patient has confusion and disorientation.

Apparently, the patient has headaches 4 to 5 times a month.  The patient has dizziness.  The patient has decrease in memory.  The patient has short-term memory.  The patient has dizziness after prolonged sitting.
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
