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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Right arm weakness.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 29-year-old male, with chief complaint of right arm weakness.  I have seen the patient previously. I recommend the patient obtain MRI of the right brachial plexus.  The right brachial plexus MRI will be used to evaluate for plexopathy.  The patient has significant atrophy in the right deltoid muscles and the right subscapularis muscles.
The patient tells me that he has not had the MRI of the right brachial plexus.
NEUROLOGICAL EXAMINATION
The patient has muscle atrophy in the right deltoid and right subscapularis muscle.  The right deltoid muscle strength is 4+/5.  The right biceps strength is 5/5.  The right triceps also 5/5.
IMPRESSION

Right deltoid muscle atrophy and right subscapularis muscle atrophy.
The patient tells me that he has not got the MRI yet.  The MRI of the brachial plexus will be useful to evaluate for the right brachial plexopathy.
RECOMMENDATION
1. Explained the patient of the above diagnosis.
2. I will recommend the patient obtain a brachial plexus MRI of the right side to evaluate for right brachial plexopathy.
3. I will also recommend the patient to see a neuromuscular specialist.  Explained the patient that neuromuscular specialist can further evaluate for the right shoulder muscle atrophy.  However, I do not think this is myasthenia gravis causing this.
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
