He is a 76-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of ventricular tachycardia, weight loss, congestive heart failure status post AICD implant, EF of less than 15%, labile blood pressure, short of breath, severe cardiac cachexia associated with pain, cryptogenic cirrhosis, right-sided heart failure, cardiomyopathy, COPD, history of ulcerative colitis status post ileostomy, and multiple hospitalizations for exacerbation of COPD. The patient has had weight loss, weakness, severe fatigue, dyspnea obviously with ejection fraction of less than 15%, shortness of breath at all times, air hunger, severe generalized weakness, hypotensive shock, abdominal pain related to his cryptogenic cirrhosis, ascites, 2 to 3+ edema bilaterally. The patient is expected to do poorly, is very much hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live given his diagnosis, his changes and his overall severe disabilities as was mentioned above.
