HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This a 75-year-old gentleman, married 40 years. He used to do AC and refrigeration. He has two children. He used to smoke years ago, but has not smoked for longtime. He does drink from time to time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He suffers from diabetes, hypertension, COPD, sleep apnea and has a CPAP. His blood pressure sugar is much better now that he has lost weight and blood pressure appears to be controlled.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left leg reconstruction secondary to fractured tibia-fibula and left shoulder surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Tessalon Perles p.r.n., Allegra for allergies, aspirin 81 mg a day, Tylenol No.3 for pain, Lasix 80 mg once a day, atorvastatin 40 mg a day, Carafate 1 g four times a day., Plavix 75 mg a day, he takes metoprolol for hypertension when the blood pressure goes up, but he also has history of hypotension and he takes midodrine 10 mg p.r.n., Zoloft 25 mg once a day, Pepcid 40 mg once a day.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
COVID IMMUNIZATION: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father was crushed in an airplane crash. Mother died of old age.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has had some weight loss in the past. He is not using oxygen and not using a nebulizer. He is not complaining of chest pain. Shortness of breath is noted with activity. Hematologic: Negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Mr. Hoffman is alert and awake.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/70. Pulse 85. Respirations 18. O2 sat 93%.

NECK: Shows no lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no lesions.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremities show no edema.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Hypertension controlled.

2. History of hypotension, takes midodrine from time to time.

3. Anxiety stable.
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4. COPD stable. The patient is not tachycardic, not requiring oxygen and not hypoxic. Does not have any symptoms of cor pulmonale. No evidence of right-sided heart failure.

5. Gastroesophageal reflux.

6. Gastritis.

7. DJD pain. Takes Tylenol No.3 at this time.
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
