HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 74-year-old woman, married over 40 years. She used to be a restaurant manager. She has a heavy history of smoking and ETOH use in the past. The patient has history of anxiety, COPD and hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Gallbladder surgery.

ALLERGIES: None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Include Seroquel 25 mg at nighttime, stool softener, clonidine 0.1 mg twice a day.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of congestive heart failure. Mother is still alive.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She had a stroke in 2011, which has affected her balance, she uses a walker. She has had not had any aspirations, no evidence of TIA, blood pressure control and has had some memory losses because of her stroke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 94% Pulse 97. Respirations 18. Blood pressure 140/90.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: No lateralizing symptoms noted.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. History of stroke in distant past.
2. Memory loss related to the stroke, stabile at this time. The patient is oriented to place, person and time.

3. Depression on Seroquel at nighttime working well for her and also helping her sleeping issues.

4. Her balance is off since she had the stroke. She uses a walker to get around.

5. The patient is at high risk of fall because of her chronic dizziness and history of stroke.
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
