CHIEF COMPLAINT: Chest pain.

HPI: The patient is a 56-year-old Hispanic female who complained of chest pain. The patient reports that the chest pain occurs randomly. There is no specific provoking factor. She further reports occasional shortness of breath. She notes that pain lasts a few minutes and it radiates to the left neck. There is no associated factor.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Hypertension.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy in 2021.

MEDICATIONS: Unknown.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father with heart disease.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As noted in the HPI. Otherwise significant for

Genitourinary: She has frequency of urination.

Musculoskeletal: She reports joint pain especially involving the knee.

Neurologic: She has headache and dizziness.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is a pleasant female who is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 159/90, pulse 57, respiratory rate 16, and weight 243 pounds.

Examination otherwise unremarkable.

EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm 58 beats per minute. Non-specific T-wave abnormality is present.
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IMPRESSION: This is a 56-year-old female with history of chest pain, hypertension, and hypercholesterolemia. She further has symptoms of dyspnea worsened with exertion.

PLAN: Echocardiogram and stress test followup post testing.

ADDENDUM: The patient returned with her medication list gabapentin 300 mg three times a day, calcium 500 mg daily, enalapril 20 mg one daily, folic acid 1 mg daily, amlodipine 5 mg daily, hydroxychloroquine 200 mg two daily, Dapsone 100 mg one daily, escitalopram 5 mg one daily, hydrocortisone 5 mg daily, and Myrbetriq 25 mg one daily.
