Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. McClinton comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of doing yard work and states that he had to stop approximately 14 years ago because of a loss of vision. He states that he started to have decreased vision in 1979 and was diagnosed with glaucoma. He has been using eye drops for many years. Currently, he uses timolol and latanoprost drops in both eyes. He has a history of cataract surgery on the left side that was accompanied by a glaucoma procedure. He states that the procedure was not successful and he continued to lose vision. He denies systemic medical conditions. He takes Tylenol for pain.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is no light perception on both sides. This is at distance and near, with and without correction. The mirror test shows a reaction with the right side, but no reaction with the left side. The pupils are round and sluggish. An afferent defect is not appreciated. The muscle balance is orthophoric to penlight, grossly. Applanation pressures are 17 on the right and 16 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows 2+ nuclear sclerosis to the lens on the right and a posterior chamber lens implant on the left side with mild posterior capsular opacification. The corneas are clear. The anterior chambers are deep and quiet. The fundus examination shows a total cup to the optic nerve head on both sides. There is a scar in the macula on the left side only. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldman visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows the absence of a visual field on both sides.
Assessment:
1. Glaucoma, advanced stage, bilateral.
2. Cataract, right eye.
Mr. McClinton has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured absence of vision on both sides. Although it is likely that he has some vision on the right side, it is most likely that his vision is at the level of 20/200 or worse. He has very severe glaucoma and a very poor prognosis. Based upon these findings, one can understand how he would not be able to read any sized print, distinguish between objects based upon visual stimuli, nor avoid hazards in his environment _______.
