DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. Chronic kidney disease stage IIIB. The patient had a laboratory workup that was collected on 03/13/2023 in which the serum creatinine is 1.8 mg/dL and the estimated GFR is 39. Interestingly, this patient is taking Farxiga 10 mg every day and the protein-to-creatinine ratio was 148 mg/g of creatinine and there was a slight elevation of the albumin-to-creatinine ratio that was 42. At this moment, I have to encourage the patient to continue losing weight. He has lost 6 pounds since the last visit. He is complaining of severe knee pain especially in the right side, but the pain is getting tolerable ever since he started to lose weight.

2. The patient has type II diabetes mellitus. The patient has a hemoglobin A1c of 7.5 despite the fact that he lost weight. He thinks that he had a hemoglobin A1c that was done the later part of last week in which the hemoglobin A1c was reported 6.4. However, I could not find it in Quest labs.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. Gout that is under control.

5. Arterial hypertension is under control. Hopefully, if he continues to lose weight this patient is going to get in better condition and be prepared for the surgery. Reevaluation in three months with laboratory workup.
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
