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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 89-year-old Mexican American male that comes here for a followup of the CKD stage IIIB. This stage IIIB has been going on for a lengthy period of time. However, the laboratory workup that was done on 02/03/2024 shows that the serum creatinine made a jump from 1.5 to 1.9. Interestingly, the amount of protein that is in the urine seems to be negligible. This could be related to hemodynamic changes. Interestingly, it is also the fact that the hemoglobin has remained at 13.5. There is no evidence of anemia. This could be related to hemodynamic changes and we are going to reevaluate this laboratory workup and make the necessary changes if appropriate.

2. The patient used to have more protein than what he has right now. The albumin-to-creatinine ratio has been ordered in order to reassess the condition.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is going to be reevaluated. The cholesterol that was done in December 2023 was 158, LDL 87 and HDL 44.

4. The patient has arteriosclerotic heart disease status post PCI. It has been followed by the cardiologist in Winter Haven.

5. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

6. The patient has history of prostate carcinoma that is followed by the urologist. The patient does not have any symptoms.

7. The patient has a remote history of CVA in the past. He is with adequate memory, adequate balance. He does not have any neurological deficits. I am going to reevaluate the case in about seven weeks with laboratory workup.
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
