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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 70-year-old Hispanic female that has a lengthy history of diabetes mellitus and this diabetes mellitus has been way out of control, however, this patient has been able to maintain adequate kidney function. In the recent laboratory workup that was done on 03/27/2024, the patient had a BUN of 14, creatinine 0.79 and the estimated GFR of 80 without evidence of proteinuria, which is amazing.

2. Diabetes mellitus that has been out of control. The patient is followed by the endocrinologist.

3. The patient has essential hypertension that is under control.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. The patient had a recent EGD and she was found with H. pylori and pantoprazole has been prescribed in combination with antibiotic therapy given by Dr. Ferretti.

6. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. We are going to reevaluate this case in five months with laboratory workup.
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
