The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in spring of 2022.  He was in Fort Lewis in Washington State.  The patient was in this obstacle course for training purposes.  The patient was climbing up a platform and he slipped and fell backward.  The patient landed on the ground.  The patient landed on his head.  It was about 2 miters high.  As he landed and hit the back of the head, the patient had immediate blindness.  The patient tells me that he was not seen.  He also had immediate deafness.  The patient denies any complete loss of consciousness, however, the patient was not able to hear and see for few minutes.  The patient has severe head pain, confused and disorientation.  The patient was taken by the ambulances to be evaluated.  The patient tells me that he has severe headache, confusion and disorientation for the rest of whole day.
Since the event, the patient has significant headache.  The patient has severe concentration difficulty.  The patient gets confused easily.  The patient gets light sensitivity.
The patient recently retired from the Army in February 2024.  The patient tells me that he used to be a medical assistant for the Army.  The patient tells me that he has not significantly performed in his job because of the headaches.  The patient has difficulty concentrate and focus.  The patient had significant difficulty to do his job effectively.  He needed to take more time to do his job.
