CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of right hand weakness, left hand deformity and mild weakness, decreased hearing in the right ear, and lesion on the scalp.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has weakness and numbness and tingling of the both hands for past several months and he was seen by hand specialist and ordered to have an EMG test. The patient stated that he works in the facility where he has to check the vehicle exhaust system by pressing an instrument several times and that has caused him pain and numbness and tingling of both the hands; however, right side is more than the left.
The patient also complained that there is decreased hearing in the right ear and he had a history of impacted cerumen. There was no ear discharge.
The patient has noticed small lesion on the skin on the scalp and it is not painful, but wanted to be removed. He has this for past several months. There was no bleeding.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied severe headache, dizziness, double vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, loss of consciousness, or snoring.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and he is on albuterol inhaler two puffs three or four times a day as needed.
The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D3 supplement 5000 units once a day.

The patient also has history of alcohol especially beer drinking almost everyday and he is on vitamin B12 1000 mcg a day and folic acid 1 mg a day.

ALLERGIES: None except mild rashes with penicillin and lower expiratory distress.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Also significant for gout and COPD and left foot fracture.
FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he has no children. The patient works in air mission control. The patient quit smoking in 2020. However, he drinks beer four to six cans four times a week and coffee drinking is three cups a day. The patient’s exercise is walking at work.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals impacted cerumen in the right ear. Otherwise, no ear discharge or bleeding.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema of the lower extremities. Upper extremity has significant muscle wasting of both the hands especially on the right hand and it is weak. There is a mild deformity of the fingers; however, the patient is able to move his hands freely, but lately he has problem writing.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination otherwise intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Skin examination of the scalp has a less than 3 mm scab on the skin and it is whitish in color. There is no tenderness or redness or bleeding.
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
