CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for chronic care management and medication refill.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his son stating that he is feeling good and he has tracheostomy tube and the patient described no chest pain or shortness of breath. Occasionally, he has cough without any respiratory distress.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day, all his medications are through G-tube. The patient also has history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on finasteride 5 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on metoprolol 25 mg half tablet a day.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals tracheostomy tube in place without any secretion.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
