CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after ultrasound of the liver it showed fatty liver and the patient complained of vague pain on the right abdomen and she denied any fever or chills.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes and she is on Farxiga 10 mg once a day and glimepiride 4 mg one tablet twice a day.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Obese and there is no organomegaly. Bowel sounds are active. There is a vague pain in the right upper quadrant. There are no skin changes.
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
