CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient stated that he has burning urination for past few days and he had urinary tract infection in the past, but the patient has not noticed any blood in the urine.
The patient also complained of going to the bathroom several times in the nighttime at least four or five times and that is his baseline.

The patient also complained of erectile dysfunction for last several months and he has desire for intercourse.

The patient also came today as a followup for hypertension and his blood pressure to be done and it is 160/85.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied weight loss, dizziness, weakness, headache, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, tremors, rashes, or snoring.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on glimepiride 1 mg one tablet a day.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 2.5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient is also on metformin 500 mg once a day for diabetes.
FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he does fulltime job. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use and he is very active.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
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Genital examination has no hernia and rectal examination is performed and it is unremarkable.

EXTREMITIES: Within normal limits. The patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
