The patient presents with cough and sinus congestion discomfort for two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, on medication.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis and upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: The patient did not want testing. He was given antibiotic Rocephin and dexamethasone injections as requested and prescription for Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak and to take Bromfed DM for cough. Follow up with PCP and here as needed.
