CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with pain in right ear for four days and also with cough and congestion for the past week with some sinus pressure.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has history of left otitis media x 2 the past several years ago and has had history of right BK and AK amputation in 2017 with gangrene and also history of other problems including hypothyroidism, hypertension with routine care with cardiologist, Humble Vein and Vascular.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She stated she has vomiting x3 yesterday without today.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. 2+ tenderness right auricle and tragus without evidence of otitis media with slight exudate in right external auditory canal. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits except for AK amputation right lower extremity. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Right otitis externa, upper respiratory infection with sinusitis and history of peripheral vascular disease with S/P amputation right lower extremity.
PLAN: The patient given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescription for Z-PAK, Medrol and also Cortisporin Otic. Advised to follow up with cardiologist and here as needed.
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
