CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with pain to the left elbow starting this morning around noon, now increasing, without history of trauma.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Noted to be 2+ tenderness to the left posterior elbow, with erythema x 4 cm, with 1+ swelling, without evidence of effusion or fluctuance, with full range of motion to elbow. No adenopathy present. No red streaking present. Neurovascular and tendon examination within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
IMPRESSION: Left olecranon bursitis with acute onset, possible MRSA infection.

PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin 1 g IM and prescription for Zyvox 600 mg and doxycycline 100 mg to take both twice a day for 10 days. Advised moist heat and elevation, to follow up with PCP on Monday or here if not able to be seen there, with sepsis precautions and to go to ER if worsens.
