Thank you for this referral.

This 79-year-old male comes here for evaluation. He is seen for Carol Hedtke of Avere Health Care Clinic LLC.

Thank you for this referral.

This 79-year-old male comes for evaluation today. He smoked half a pack a day for about 20 years and quit in 1987 and alcohol rarely. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: He says he feels fine but he is here because of abnormal blood test.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of diabetes for last several years and history of hypothyroidism. The patient also has coronary artery disease. He has a pacemaker for last several months. He had multiple surgeries including cholecystectomy and two knees replacement. He had a partial colectomy in the past for benign condition. The patient also says he had a back surgery in past. Recently, he had a fall and had a hematoma of the left forehead, which was drained, which was five years ago. Currently, he is on metformin, telmisartan 80 mg with hydrochlorothiazide, Euthyrox 75 mcg, Xarelto 15 mg, metoprolol 25 mg, and also Lasix 20 mg.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inches tall, weighing 203 pounds, and blood pressure 127/68.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: His lab that I have here shows WBC 3.9, hemoglobin 12.2, and platelet 107. His liver enzymes seem to be within normal range, glucose was 114, and lipids were normal.
DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia and thrombocytopenia.

2. Diabetes mellitus.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, reticular count, iron, ferritin, and B12 level once available we can make further recommendations. His cytopenia could be from early myelodysplastic syndrome but we will make sure that is the case it is a diagnosis of exclusion.
