PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented and interacts well.

VITAL SIGNS: Respiratory rate 18. Afebrile. Oxygenating well.

HEENT: Eyes: PERRLA bilaterally. No tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Mild edema. Oral mucosa is moist.
NECK: Soft. No lymph node adenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. No adventitious sounds are auscultated.

HEART: Positive S1 and S2. Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No other issues are brought up by mother.

ASSESSMENT / PLAN: Upper respiratory infection with cough and postnasal drip. Treatment will be self-care for a temperature at home with Tylenol. Instructions given to mother as well as antibiotic amoxicillin _______ is the concentration. The patient will take 6.8 mL twice a day for the next five days. Follow up as needed.
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
