REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory to the aforementioned history of present illness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented.

HEENT: TMs are clear. Oral mucosa without lesion. Thin watery rhinorrhea noted from both nostrils. No erythema of the pharynx noted.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rashes.

ASSESSMENT / PLAN: First for the cough, we will prescribe Bromfed DM 30/2/10, 10 mL every eight hours for the next three days. Advised use of saltwater gargles if throat hurts, use of cough drops for soothing of sore throat and to follow up as needed.
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
